10. SENCO Action plan 2019/20 
There is now a new but experienced SENCO in place. The SENCO works ½ day a fortnight. 

The role of the SENCO is to promote and support improved outcomes and good progress for pupils with SEND by:

· ensuring pupils with SEND are identified 

· that effective provision and support are in place (including quality first teaching and intervention, external support and transition)

· that parents/carers are well informed

In the first term the SENCO has ensured all information on pupils is up-to-date, in their files and accessible to teachers and teaching assistants. She has spent time in class observing some children and in discussions with teachers. The SENCO has met with colleagues from outside agencies and also parents to discuss plans for specific pupils. She has prepared extensive paperwork for an EHCP application. 

The SENCO has assessed some pupils with Specific Learning Difficulties and put in place interventions in Key stage 2. The recent purchase of a maths programme ‘Dynamo’ for specific pupils should provide the additional intervention they require. The SENCO is now supporting staff in updating pupil profiles for SEN review meetings with parents at the end of November. Provision maps will be soon in place which will mean that the SENCO can evaluate the impact of interventions over a 12 week period. The SENCO will report on this later this academic year. 

The SENCO will have a rolling programme of monitoring to include:

· Classroom observation to ensure pupils with SEND are well taught and supported

· Intervention observations to ensure they are of a high quality 

· Identification of training needs (staff)

· Observation of pupils with SEND or of those causing some concern and subsequent advice

· Assessments of pupils to identify their needs and advise on next steps

· Liaison with outside agencies and school staff to ensure advisory recommendations are in place

· Review of pupil profile targets and outcomes

· Review of impact of intervention through provision mapping

· Review of progress of pupils with SEND

11. Outside Agencies 
Currently the school has support from the SENSS Advisory team (social communication, autism, hearing impairment) and a speech and language therapist. Advice and strategies for pupils are provided on a regular basis. The school has bought 3 Educational Psychologist days. These days were used last year to provide in-depth assessments and reports that have informed practice and supported EHCP applications.
12.  Funding
The school budget, received from Oxfordshire County Council, includes money for supporting children with SEND. This money is spent on:

· TA hours to support pupils with SEND

· CPD for all staff

· 1:1 teaching

· Foundation Package with the OXSIT team at County, which provides us with access to SEND resources and advice from our SEND consultant.
· 3 days of Education Psychologist time
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
