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1. Introduction

At St Laurence C of E Primary School, we recognise that all children have a right to a broad, balanced relevant and differentiated curriculum.  We aim to create a happy, educationally exciting and positive environment in which all pupils can develop to their full potential.  We recognise that children are individuals, that each one has needs special to him or her.
In September 2020 the new school year began with restrictions and Covid guidance in place. This had an impact in terms of access across bubbles for staff. Visiting external professionals continued to come into school to see children following their own and the school’s risk assessment. External professionals continued to be available remotely to during the school closure from January and returned into school after 8th March. External professionals have continued to visit the school to work with pupils, carry out observations and assessment and to advise staff. Scheduled meetings with external professionals with SENCo and teachers and parents have been carried out remotely.

July 2021, there are 91 children on roll, of which 15 were on the SEND register.  This is 16%, which is slightly higher than the national average of 15.4% (as stated in a Department of Education document dated January 2020).  The National average for children supported through an EHC Plan is 3.3% where we have 3% of our children with an EHC Plan - slightly below the national average. The school also has a list of children not on the SEND register who are being closely monitored by their class teachers and SENCo for identified additional needs. These children might in addition be receiving some additional support. Currently there are 8 children across 4 classes who are being monitored.
During this Year:
· One child joined EYFS with a draft EHCP, finalised in October.
· One child in Year 1 was given a diagnosis of Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) during the spring term.
· One child with SEN left the school during the May half-term.

Well over half the children in the school on the SEN register have specific learning difficulties or have additional needs with their cognition and learning. The 3 pupils in the school that have a diagnosis of ASD are boys. And boys make up almost 3/4 of the pupils on the SEN register. This percentage break downs are roughly in line with national averages. (Nationally 73.1% of all pupils with an EHC plan and 64.6% of pupils with SEN support are boys - Jan 2020. The ratio of boys to girls diagnosed with ASD is about 4:1)  
Advice and support for teachers and TAs from SENSS advisory teachers, for children with ASD and communication and Interaction needs, and from the Speech and Language Therapy Service for children with speech and language needs, is very valuable and readily available. Even during restrictive practice due to Covid guidance and full lockdown the school has continued to be well supported by these services right through to the end of this school year. However as mentioned above the area of need most common in our children with SEN is around Cognition and Learning and Specific Learning Difficulties. SENCo time in school has been spent carrying out specific assessments for children and directing interventions. 6 children in KS2 currently have their own log-in accounts for the school’s touch typing program - KAZ-online - specifically developed to help children with dyslexic type traits learn to touch type. These children can access this program at home and at school. Training for teachers and TAs to work effectively with children with C&L needs within the classroom, as well as through 1:1 and small group interventions is being pursued for early in the autumn – when in-school training can recommence.

7. Monitoring
SENCo carried out observations in both KS2 classes during the autumn term focusing on quality first teaching, 1:1 support given to SEN children, and getting feedback from pupils. These observations and written feedback to teachers have directed interventions and suggested strategies. Observations and assessments were made of individual pupils in KS1 and EYFS.
8. Exclusions
There have been no fixed term exclusions 2020-2021. No reintegration timetables (reduced timetable) have been put in place for pupils.

One child with SEN left the school during the May half-term – this has affected the SEN attendance data – and the same pupil and their sibling have not been included in FSM & PP data.

The table shows the affect of the Covid Lockdown on SEN and other groups. The attendance of SEN and other groups was good for the autumn term and into term 3 (97.1%) compared to national average during this time of 95.3% for all children.
10. SEND Action Plan 

2020-2021
The SEND action plan was written in autumn – there is a focus on ensuring continuity of provision, including interventions, continued good liaison with external professionals, meeting statuary requirements particularly EHCP annual reviews, a focus on key pupils including diagnostic assessments, regular parent contact. The action plan has been annotated was up-dated in term 3 and reviewed at the end of the year.
11. EHCP Annual Reviews
All Education Health Care Plans annual review have been carried out remotely this year. The school SENCo has arranged and led these meeting, with attendance from parents, external professionals, Class Teacher / and TA, SEN Officer. 3 annual reviews have been carried this year. Close liaison with Wallingford School ensured that for one of our Yr6 pupil’s an Assistant Head teacher from Wallingford school attended the annual review meeting. An early annual review meeting was arranged for another pupil and this enable the successful application to the County SEN Panel for placement at Specials Needs Communication and Interaction Base at a local primary school starting in September.
12. Outside Agencies 
Different outside agencies have supported children, teachers and TAs. The Speech and Language Therapy service have supported pupils in EYFS and in KS1 and KS2. This support has included visiting pupils, assessing their progress, setting new outcomes and sending the school resources and activities to support teachers and TAs working towards outcomes. The school’s EY SaLT attended and reported to EYFS pupil’s EHCP annual review meeting in term 3.
The Communication and Interaction Advisory Team have supported children with C&I needs including children with ASD diagnosis. The school’s C&I advisory teacher has continued to visit pupils in school (wearing PPE) since Sept, met and given guidance to teachers, sent written reports and resources to the school. The C&I advisory teacher has attended remote EHCP annual reviews.
13. Interventions
Reception - Phonics boost, fine motor skills, social skills, 1:1 communication and interaction.

Y1/2 - 1:1 class support, 1:1 maths intervention x2 pupils following Sandwell diagnostic, ELSA support, fine motor skills, dynamo maths and precision teaching/flash cards,

Y3/4 – Precision teaching, dynamo maths, phonics support, ELSA support, KAZ, dyslexia touch typing program.

Y5/6 – Precision teaching, dynamo maths, reading comprehension, SaLT recommended activities, KAZ, dyslexia touch typing program.

Children who are on the register for Speech and Language Difficulties received regular sessions to work through activities provided by the SLT.

15.  Funding
The school budget, received from Oxfordshire County Council, includes money for supporting children with SEND. Additionally, the school receives Element 3 top-up funding for the 3 pupils currently supported by an EHC Plan. 
This money is used to provide:
· TA hours to support pupils with SEND

· CPD for all staff

· 1:1 teaching
· Foundation Package with OXSIT Team, which provides us with access to SEND resources and advice from our SEND consultant.

· Education Psychologists hours as required.
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
